TALK IT OVER

Read Proverbs 16:9

● As humans, we love to make plans! We make plans to see our friends and family. We make
plans to go on vacation. We make plans at work. We make plans to update and fix up our
homes. We plan out our kids’ schedules. We are planners! This verse tells us that while we
plan, God is planning, too. How does this make you feel, knowing that God is planning,
too?

● That word “step” communicates to us that God is going into more detail in the planning. He
is planning every step. God is planning the details! Think of a time when you were
planning something, but it went differently than you thought it would. How did you
see God in the details?

Read Proverbs 3:21-26

● These verses help us see that with discernment comes a sense of peace, because God is at
our side. In the past, how have you seen God’s discernment help you? Where do you
need discernment in your life currently? Discuss.



● Read other versions of these verses. For example, if you are using NIV, look up The
Message version in your Bible, app, or online. Look up as many other versions as you can.
How do these other versions of these verses deepen your understanding of God’s
desires for us? What does He desire for us?

LIVE IT OUT

this week? Why?
